carry.

Brio 4.4 8 Vigor and energy — a messenger carries with purpose.

Aria 4.4 7 Musical, flowing. Slightly gentle for a messenger.

Juno 4.2 7 Strong, protective goddess. Carries and guards.

Loki 5.0 7 Trickster, dynamic. Works but stronger narrative for P3.

Moxie 4.0 7 Attitude and courage. Messenger as bold daily statement.

Lark 3.8 7 Adventure, lightness. Messenger as everyday companion.

Mago 4.75 7 Wizard, crafty. Works but stronger for P2.

Brio 4.4 6 Energy, vivacity. Less natural fit than organizer-specific names.
